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Introduction and Background 

 
In 1999 the ECB launched an initiative to bring together those organisations actively involved in disability Cricket. A co-ordinating body within 
the ECB structure was established. This Disability Sub-Group report to the Recreational Cricket Advisory Committee and provides a forum for 
discussion and shared initiatives for the game. 
 
Kent Cricket Board has established the KCB Disability Group being the County co-ordinating body in 2010.  This Disability Sub-Group report to 
the Executive Board and consists of core KCB staff and volunteers from clubs across the county and coaches with a vested interest in Disability 
development.   This group provides the opportunity for discussion, share initiatives, establish strategy and methods of implementation for 
disability development, including sustainability and funding opportunities.  
 

Categories for Disability Cricket: 

 
1. Cricket for blind people, and those with visual impairment 

 
2. Cricket for Deaf people, and those with a hearing impairment 

 
3. Cricket for people with physical disabilities 

 
4. Cricket for people with learning difficulties

National Structures in place for Cricket 
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Cricket for blind people and those with visual impairment - There are National leagues and a knock out competition. The game is managed in 
the UK by the charity British Blind Sport (B.B.S) 
Cricket for Deaf people and those with a hearing impairment - There are regional leagues and a national cup. The British Deaf Sports Council 
(B.D.S.C.) is the charity managing deaf cricket. 
 
Cricket for the physically disabled and people with learning difficulties - The British Association for Cricketers with Disabilities (B.A.C.D.) run 
regional and national tournaments. The Cricket Federation for People with Disabilities (C.F.P.D.) is a sister charity to B.A.C.D. working with 
physically disabled players 
and those with learning difficulties. The Special Olympics movement has also developed a role in organising cricket for people with learning 
difficulties. 
 
Table Cricket - A national table cricket tournament organised by Youth Sport Trust and ECB takes place annually, involving schools in regional 
tournaments culminating in the national finals at Lords. 
 
Of the organisations listed, only B.A.C.D. and C.F.P.D. focus exclusively upon cricket. 
In all cases the game is played as closely as possible to the Laws of Cricket with the minimum differences in equipment and facilities 
commensurate with the age and disabilities of the players and care for their safety.

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Steps for Kent 
 

1. Recruitment of Disability Cricket Development Officer to take lead responsibility for the development of cricket for those with disabilities and 
to ensure Kent Cricket Board Disability Strategy vision and objectives are met 
 

2. Launch of Kent Disability Cricket Steering Group, with key partners that can drive the development of disability cricket forward in Kent. 
 
3. Training of coaches and disability awareness road-shows. 
 

4. Supporting clubs to set up disability sections/supporting volunteers to set up new disability clubs. 
 
5. Increasing participation and building on the pathways for disability cricket 
 
6. Building partnerships, nurturing and fully engaging to develop activity opportunity and financial stability. 
 
 

Justify the need of a Disability Cricket Development Officer for Kent: 

 
1. Development staff do not have the capacity to activate development of disability cricket in Kent. 

 

2. A lead member of staff accountable for the development of disability cricket, to support implementing and achieving the priorities and 
targets set by the KCB Disability Strategy and Development Group and KCB Improvement Planning Process aligned to ECB.  

 

3. Currently disability cricket opportunity in Kent to extend levels of activity and integration in club cricket. 
 

4. Low participation rates in disability cricket in Kent.  
 

5. Low number of disability workforce in Kent, including coaches, officials and volunteers. 
 

6.  To support and achieve the Kent Cricket and ECB ‘One Game’ ethos  and commitment to a ‘fully inclusive game’. 
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The Disabilities Cricket Development Officer will: 
 

1. Organise support to consolidate and develop disability cricket activity across Kent in a sustainable method including achieving funding. 
 

2. Create and nurture a disability cricket structure in Kent, with pathways to club and beyond (playground to podium ethos). 
 

3. Line-manage part time ‘casual work’ coaches delivering on disability cricket projects. 
 

4. Widen access and participation in disability cricket. 
 

5. Increase number of coaches delivering disability cricket – work with coach education and provide mentoring service. 
 

6. Increase volunteers to support disability cricket activity – including managers, administrators, and officials. 
 

7. Support Clubs in establishing and growing disability sections including facility, workforce and volunteer base. 
 

8. Support and influence the Disability Cricket Steering Group.  
 

9. Report to line manager/Executive Board as required and other stakeholders in evaluation and monitoring requirements.  
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Kent Disability Cricket Steering Group 

Objectives of the Kent Cricket Disability Steering Group 
 

1. To bring key partners together that will help drive the development of disability cricket forward in Kent and London areas. 
 

2. To ensure information sharing and a joined up, co-ordinated approach to disability cricket development in Kent and to avoid unwanted 
duplication of activity. 

 
3. To be strategic in its approach to disability cricket development and initiatives. 

 
4. To action initiatives that will increase participation. 

 
5. To influence and create a structure for disability cricket, aligned to ECB and KCB strategic plans, with a strong community and club network 

being a key focus to secure progression pathways and sustainability of participation 
 

 
Geography 

It should be recognized that, while there is a desire to provide opportunity close to where a person lives, in disability sport this is not always 

achievable.   For example, overall numbers, in real terms, may not make it possible to have a club in every district.   Equally County squads may 

need to be based at a sports specific facility which may not be centrally located in the County.  Kent Cricket Board will however endeavour to 

link with neighbouring counties to offer provision.

3, Parallel games present another opportunity to provide participation opportunities. 
 
4, Establishing disability sections requires both players and people to coach and run the section.  Recruitment of volunteers in process.  
 
5, Qualified coaches are key in PD,VI and deaf development. Joint inter county (regional) activity and specialised coach training is needed, plus  
funding.  There is no real substitute for coaches who really understand the problems.  Mentoring is required and KCBCA support and process.  
 
6,Development of deaf Cricket strengthened by identification of existing players taking part in mainstream teams and communicating 
opportunities when established; challenge to funds to add special local or county team. An inter regional competition via forum. 
 
7, The matrix when refined should provide a quick (where are we now?) and next actions analysis.
