
Lord Mayor’s Skill Legacy Fund
A funding opportunity has arisen through a scheme called The Lord Mayor's Skill Legacy Fund that is available to all cricket coaches that coach at a club within a London Borough. The aim of the fund is to increase participation in sport post London 2012. 

The scheme runs from now until March 2012 and the proposal is that cricket coaches can get up to 75% of a UKCC1 or UKCC2 funded through the Legacy Fund in exchange for carrying out voluntary coaching hours at a cricket club in a London Borough. You do not have to live in a London Borough but must carry out the voluntary hours in a London Borough cricket club. The following discounts are available in exchange for the voluntary hours listed:

15 voluntary hours = 25% discount

20 voluntary hours = 50% discount

25 voluntary hours = 75% discount

Course costs are set at £235 for a UKCC1 and £335 for a UKCC2. This cost includes SPC and First Aid courses which is non-refundable but does not include ECB CA membership. Discounted prices are paid for up front by the candidate to the KCB and are as follows:

UKCC1 Course Costs: 

15 voluntary hours = 25% discount = £176.25
20 voluntary hours = 50% discount = £117.50
25 voluntary hours = 75% discount = £58.75
UKCC2 Course Costs: 

15 voluntary hours = 25% discount = £251.25
20 voluntary hours = 50% discount = £167.50
25 voluntary hours = 75% discount = £83.75
All coaches applying for the Legacy Fund must have a referee at their club that can 'witness' their voluntary hours i.e. sign off their volunteering hours on an online system. The coach will be required to input details of their voluntary hours onto an online system and the referee will then be required to sign them off on this system. Details of the online monitoring system will be sent to you and your referee once your application has been accepted. 
All applicants for the Legacy Fund must fill in the attached application form for the Legacy Fund and also a KCB Coach Education application form and return to Heidi Coleman via email at the KCB heidi.coleman.kent@ecb.co.uk) together with the relevant payment outlined above (made payable to the KCB).  When filling out the Legacy Fund application form, you will see that there are drop down boxes to select for a number of the questions. You MUST complete every question for your application to go through. In terms of the questions that follows you will need the corresponding information outlined:

· Banding of course cost = 2

· Number of volunteer hours needed = 15, 20 or 25

· % funding support requested = 25%, 50% or 75%
I am sure that you will agree this is a fantastic opportunity for all coaches working within the London Boroughs and the KCB are very excited to be part of this initiative.
