KENT CRICKET BOARD INTERPRETATION OF DATA

KCB are aware of issues arising from the interpretation of data last year by clubs entering their Development Plans (DP) in CBMS.  In order to standardize data entry this year, so that clubs can be considered on similar levels, please read carefully the requirements in the sections highlighted below. 
SECTION 2
FACILITIES

This is an audit for all the facilities used by the club for matches, net sessions, coaching sessions etc.  You will need to enter information about quality of the facility, e.g. the pitch, number of shower heads and toilets etc.  However, if a facility is council owned or you do not look after the maintenance then please DO NOT enter the machinery at this particular facility.
A site is a georgraphical location and a facility is something AT that geographical location
SECTION 5
PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS - COACHES
When dealing with Coaching Roles in the PLANNED year, a full list of all Coaching qualifications is provided in the drop-down list.  Please note that the only qualifications that can be chosen are: 

· Young Leaders Award (ages 14 to 18) 

· ECB Club Coach (Coaching Qualification) 

· ECB Coach Course (UKCC2) 

· Coaching Assistant (UKCC1) 

· ECB Head Coach (UKCC 3) 

· ECB Level 1 Conversion to UKCC2 
Please do not suggest that you require other Coaching Qualifications such as the “old” ECB Level 1, 2 and 3 unless you are expecting to recruit an existing qualified coach who is moving to the club from elsewhere!
The role of Captain is not on the list of personnel and should be put down as Team Manager – the roles are updated on a regular basis from our feedback but will be rolled out next year.
SECTION 6

CLUB TEAMS
· Enter your members/players under their specific age group that they fall into only - not under the age group of the team they play in.
Example : Player is 10 before 31 August so is U10 – plays in U11 and U13 teams - Only enter player at U10.  If you have Under 10’s playing up in other age groups they still are only entered once in their age group.

· Put the number of teams you have into the specific age group for the team only – not under the age group that some of the players are included in a team. 

Example : Under 13 Team has players of Under 12 and 11, and only has 4 players who are U13, the Team is an U13 team entered at this age group, and it is understood that the team is made up of other age group players. 
· Coaches Roles must be captured.   Coaches must be entered to a particular age group ‘session’  THAT THEY DELIVER COACHING ON REGULARLY– if they help REGULARLY on several age groups then they can be entered for other age group sessions too.  
Example :  On Clubs’ Under 11’s Coaching night there are 2 coaches who coach a mix of U9’s and U10 players who come to this session too as they fall into the U11 squad sessions.   Enter 2 coaches under the U11 section only on DP (no coaches should be entered under 10’s and 9’s).
If the same 2 coaches also assist another 2 coaches on U13’s night, which could be some of the players of the U11’s and some U12’s and U13’s then again on DP enter 4 Coaches but only at the U13 age group (Not at U12’s too)
· When you enter a team’s WINTER COACHING SESSIONS AND SUMMER COACHING SESSIONS, please use the following as a rule:

ONE SESSION = ONE HOUR  (if sessions from 6pm to 8pm consider this as 2 sessions.)

· When PLANNED data is entered and saved a ‘How, When, Who and Cost?’ button appears for each team which has 5 questions attached to it.  The 5 questions can be answered under 1 team only if the answer to the questions is exactly the same for the other age groups.

· Please put the following into the text box SAME FOR EACH AGE GROUP TEAM  at the end of the of the 5 questions answered, so as to make it clear to others who will be looking at the plan.
SECTION 8
SCHOOLS ACTIVITY
When planned data is entered and saved a ‘How, When, Who and Cost?’ button appears for each school which has 5 questions attached to it.  The 5 questions can be answered under 1 SCHOOL (similar to CLUB TEAM above) only if the answer to the questions is considered the same for all the other schools.
Please put the following into the text box SAME FOR EACH SCHOOL. at the end of the of the 5 questions answered, so as to make it clear to others who will be looking at the plan.
Apologies if it seems that the obvious has been highlighted, but it is important that the data is considered with the same understanding by all, to reflect accurate data across the County.
This will help save back tracking when plans are published later.  Thank you for your time…
