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KENT WOMEN CRICKETERS RUN OF SUCCESS CONTINUES
Kent women’s cricket team are still on course to retain the Liverpool Victoria Women’s county championship title.

Kent women, who are backed by Seafrance, maintained their 100% record by beating newly promoted Nottinghamshire by six wickets in their third match this season at Kent County Cricket Ground, Beckenham, on Saturday 14th July.

Kent put Notts into bat and in spite of losing an early wicket, Amanda Bacon and Jenny Gunn took advantage of below par bowling and fielding from Kent.  The visitors were well placed at 159-2 with ten overs remaining, however, Notts lost their way when Charlotte Edwards slowed the bowling attack down and the visitors ended on 196 -9 having lost seven wickets for 37 runs in 10 overs.  
Marsha Davies proved the most accurate Kent bowler conceding only 17 runs off her ten overs, and Lydia Greenway picked up three wickets at the end with her off spin.

Buoyed by having to chase less than two hundred, Kent made steady progress against tight Notts bowling.  The match was very evenly placed with over sixty runs needed off the final 15 overs, when Emily Drumm, who made fifty batting with a runner, was fourth out on 131.  

However, that brought in Lynsey Askew to join her Hayes Hurricanes colleague Suzie Rowe.  The Bromley based club duo made a nonsense of the Notts attack and thrashed 70 runs in nine overs to win the match with plenty of overs to spare.  Rowe finished on 45 not out with Askew contributing 22 not out.

Kent women now go to Taunton on 24th July as league leaders to play their final three matches against Notts, Lancashire and Sussex.
